N6s da Universidade de Brasilia (UnB), professores e pesquisadores
do Departamento de Design (IdA/DIn) e da Faculdade de Arquite-
tura e Urbanismo (FAU), nos sentimos honrados pelo convite dos
representantes da Uni&o Europeia para participarmos do evento Ca-
fé com Europa 2021. Na qualidade de equipe de curadoria, propuse-
mos discussdes visando a selegdo de representantes que atuassem
em escalas diferenciadas e trabalhassem com materiais diversos.

We, professors and researchers from the Department of Design
(IdA/DIn) and the Faculty of Architecture and Urbanism (FAU) of
the University of Brasilia (UnB), feel honoured to be invited by Eu-
ropean Union representatives to participate in the Coffee with Eu-
rope 2021 event. Acting as the curatorial team, we have proposed
debates aimed at the selection of representatives, who worked

at different scales and with various materials. The goal was to
present professionals, whose contributions bring about reflections
about the city and the object, as well as the creation and produc-
tion processes. We have made an effort to bring new and distinct
perspectives to the core theme of this edition: sustainability in dia-
logue with design and architecture. Therefore, we seek to highlight
the relationship that these fields establish with the contemporary
way of life and its challenges.
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Brasilia foi reconhecida pela Organizagdo das Nagdes Unidas para
a Educacgéo, a Ciéncia e a Cultura (UNESCO) como cidade criativa
do design em 31 de outubro de 2017. A Capital estd entre as 64 ou-
tras cidades escolhidas, de 44 paises, as quais integram a Rede de
Cidades Criativas (UCNN). Com essa classificagdo, Brasilia se torna
a segunda capital brasileira, juntamente com Curitiba, a ser inte-
grada na Rede de Cidades Criativas da Unesco. Criada em 2004,
essa Rede tem como objetivo desenvolver a cooperagéo internacio-
nal entre aquelas cidades que enxergam a criatividade como fator
estratégico para o desenvolvimento urbano sustentdavel, a inclu-
séo social e o aumento da influéncia da cultura no mundo. Nesse
sentido, a participagdo de Brasilia se fez ainda mais significativa

e pertinente as discussdes sobre a amplitude do design sustentével.

A continuidade da pandemia da Sars-Cov 2 fez com que, novamente,
seguissemos o desafio do trabalho em formato remoto, em ambiente
virtual. Procurou-se manter o mesmo nivel de qualidade nos aspectos
técnicos para proporcionar a exceléncia na comunicagdo. O prop6-
sito de realcar um assunto de tamanha importancia merecia esse
engajamento, a fim de obter uma publicagdo onde os textos pudes-
sem refletir as acdes em prol da vida sustentavel. Acreditamos que o
intercambio entre culturas, em especial, entre as culturas europeias
e a brasileira, propiciardo uma integrac@o maior entre as economias
mundiais, conferindo ao desenvolvimento sustentavel um valor es-
sencial. Assim, a ideia é propor interacdes criativas que promovam a
cultura da redugdo do impacto ambiental, tdo necessdria a todos os
processos que envolvam a sobrevivéncia do planeta.

E pela 6tica da sustentabilidade que o Design tem se apresentado,
cada vez mais, como uma disciplina projetual capaz de pensar e
operar para além das estruturas de produtos materiais ou grafi-
cos. Abordagens como design de servigos, design estratégico e
design de experiéncias exploram potenciais para entender estru-
turas e relagdes intangiveis, para articular interfaces em cenérios
cada vez mais complexos, com uma dimens&o de cunho ambiental
e sustentdvel, ganhando importancia e atravessando os processos
na contemporaneidade.
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Brasilia was acknowledged by the United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) as the creative city
of design, on October 31%, 2017. The Capital is one among 64 other
selected cities, from 44 countries, which are part of the UNESCO
Creative Cities Network (UCNN). With this classification, Brasilia
becomes the second Brazilian capital, along with Curitiba, to be
integrated into the UCNN. Established in 2004, this network aims to
develop international cooperation between those cities that deem
creativity as a strategic factor for sustainable urban development,
social Inclusion, as well as increasing cultural influence in the world.
To this end, Brasilia’s participation became even more significant
and relevant to debates on the amplitude of sustainable design.

Once more, the continuity of the SARS-Cov 2 pandemic has made
us take on the challenge of working remotely, in a virtual environ-
ment. We sought to preserve the same quality level in technical
aspects, to provide excellence in communication. The purpose of
highlighting a subject of such importance deserved this level of en-
gagement, in order to obtain a publication in which the texts could
reflect actions for the sake of a sustainable life. We believe that the
exchange between cultures, particularly between European and
Brazilian cultures, will allow for a greater integration between world
economies, granting an essential value to sustainable develop-
ment. Therefore, the idea it is to propose creative interactions that
promote the culture of reducing environmental impacts, one that is
much needed for all processes that involve the planet’s survival.

It is precisely from the sustainability perspective that Design has
increasingly presented itself as a project course, which is capable

of thinking and working beyond the structures of material or graph-

ic products. Approaches like services design, strategic design and
experience design explore the potential for understanding intangible
structures and relationships, in order to link interfaces in increasingly
complex scenarios, with an environmental and sustainable dimension,
attaining importance and crossing processes in contemporaneity.
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Para falar das questdes estruturais e da atual amplitude dessa area
de conhecimento, os estudiosos cunharam um termo para repre-
senté-la, introduzindo a palavra “design” o prefixo “meta™. Assim, o
termo Metadesign adquire significados que vdo desde a concepgéo
de processos projetuais, os quais implicam decisdes e estratégias
para lidar com o projeto, até os projetos de segunda ordem, que
visam a producdo de entidades abstratas, tais como regras e princi-
pios, ou ainda a autogestdo de processos complexos para a criagédo
de padrdes de organizagdo?.

Compreendido dessa forma, o papel do designer sofreu uma altera-
¢do substancial, principalmente no que diz respeito a forma de tra-
balho, de menos autoral para mais colaborativa, envolvendo atores
com diferentes habilidades e conhecimentos. Sua dimens&o social
também foi ampliada, porque ao transpor a Iégica do produto, o
designer enfatiza a aproximag&o com o ser humano, cabendo-lhe
propor processos que projetem solugdes para problemas sociais,
ambientais e politicos®.

E importante salientar a dimens&o da mudanca ocasionada pelo
impacto provocado no ambiente pelas atividades humanas, no que
diz respeito a sustentabilidade. “A populacéo, a procura do bem-
-estar e ecoeficiéncia das tecnologias aplicadas, isto é, a maneira
como o metabolismo do sistema produtivo é capaz de transformar
recursos ambientais em bem-estar humano™ (ENRLICH, 2002,
pdg.30). Para que essa mudanca transcorra de maneira asserti-
va, torna-se necessdrio estabelecer vinculos entre as praticas do
design e da arquitetura com as necessidades da vida cotidiana de
uma maneira inclusiva, para fortalecer esse didlogo.

A nogdo de uma “retomada verde” da economia parte de uma
orientagdo para uma retomada por intermédio do viés sustenta-
vel, no qual a produg&o e o consumo se baseiam inteiramente em
recursos renovaveis. Deve-se levar em conta as vdrias tecnologias,
os materiais, o descarte, o beneficiamento, os recursos e a vida util
dos materiais para, entdo, estender o ciclo de vida dos produtos e
prever o seu descarte ecolégico.
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To talk about structural issues and the current extension of this
knowledge field, scholars have created a term to represent it,
introducing the prefix “meta” to the word “design™. Thus, the term
Metadesign acquires meanings ranging from the conception of pro-
ject processes, which include decisions and strategies to deal with
the project, to lesser projects that aim at the production of abstract
entities, such as rules and principles, or even the self-management
of complex processes for the creation of organizational standards?.

Understood this way, the role of the designer has undergone a sub-
stantial change, particularly in the way they work, from a less authori-
al to a more collaborative manner, involving actors with different skills
and knowledge. Its social dimension has also been expanded, as
designers, when transposing the product’s logic, stress its closeness
with the human being. And it is up to designer to suggest processes
that design solutions to social, environmental and political issues®.

It is important to highlight the dimension of the change caused by
the impact of human activities on the environment, in regard to
sustainability. “The population, the search for applied technolo-
gies’ well-being and eco-efficiency, that is, the way through which
the productive system’s metabolism is able to turn environmental
resources into human well-being™ (ENRLICH, 2002, p.30). For this
change to take place assertively, establishing links between archi-
tecture and design practices and the needs of everyday life, in an
inclusive way, will be necessary, in order to reinforce this debate.

The notion of an economic “green recovery” stems from a stance of
recovering by means of a sustainable slant, in which production and
consumption are based entirely on renewable resources. The many
technologies, materials, disposal and benefiting processes, as well as
resources and materials’ lifecycles must be taken into account, in or-
der to extend products lifecycle and predict their ecological disposal.

From this perspective, it is necessary to establish a strong concept,
as well as political will, investments, strategies and practices that
reinforce a sustainable way of life through the breadth of design and
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Nessa perspectiva, é preciso estabelecer um conceito forte, bem
como vontade politica, investimentos, estratégias e praticas que
reforcem um modo de vida sustentdvel por meio da amplitude dos
projetos do design e da arquitetura na construcdo de um novo mo-
delo de realidade.

O evento Café com Europa 2021 tem a inteng&o de fomentar o de-
bate entre designers dos paises membros, apresentando suas mais
recentes producdes. As criagdes desses nos convidam a olhar para
o cotidiano como uma possibilidade de nos debrugarmos sobre os
desafios do mundo complexo e propor solu¢des que possam ser,
também, veiculos de poesia, ora buscando as tradigGes, ora inter-
pretando as potencialidades dos materiais e das novas linguagens.

Os jovens designers convidados para participar dessa edi¢do do
Café com Europa tém em comum contribui¢cdes potentes que os
direcionam, cada um em seus respectivos paises, para a busca da
qualidade de intervengBes em relacdo a sustentabilidade. Foram
convidados para o evento:

Da Alemanha, o designer Van Bo Le-Mentzel, relatou sobre “Obje-
to e Arquitetura: especulacdes e praticas”, discorrendo sobre as su-
as ideias e mostrando seus projetos experimentais em Urbanismo.

O Instituto Europeu de Design (IED) participou realizando um
painel, no qual estiveram presentes: Stefano Carta Vasconcellos
(IED-SP), designer italiano que atua no Brasil, Graziela Nivoloni
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architecture projects in the construction of a new reality model.

The Coffee with Europe 2021 event intends to foster debate
among designers from member-countries, by presenting their latest
productions. Their creations invite us to deem everyday life as a
possibility to address the challenges of a complex world, as well as
proposing solutions that can be vessels for poetry, sometimes seek-
ing traditions, and sometimes understanding the potential of new
languages and materials.

The young designers that were invited to participate in this edition
of Coffee with Europe have something in common: powerful contri-
butions that steer them, each in their respective countries, seeking
quality in interventions related to sustainability. The following peo-
ple were invited to the event:

From Finland, Kirsi Niinimaki presented Developing the Sustainabil-
ity at Aalto University. bringing forth design strategies developed by
the University for a sustainable future.

From Denmark, Seren Andersen presented the text entitled A
piece of furniture is a success, when it invites you to use it and does
not require many explanations. The author discusses the experi-
ence and concepts of the We do wood studio, in the production of
furniture made of bamboo and wood.

From Germany, designer Van Bo Le-Mentzel presented “Object
and Architecture: speculations and practices”, discussing his ideas
and presenting his experimental projects in urban planning.

The European Design Institute (IED) participated in the event by

holding a panel, in which the following where present: Stefano Car-
ta Vasconcellos (IED-SP), Italian designer who works in Brazil, Gra-
ziela Nivoloni (IED-SP), Caio Vasséao (IED-SP) and Alexandre Salles

Representando o Brasil, Mariana Siqueira, arquiteta mineira que
empreende pesquisas sobre o Cerrado, expds seus projetos de
paisagismo. O destaque em seu trabalho é a expresséo estética e
ecoldgica das savanas e campos do Brasil com o objetivo de inspirar
a valorizagdo e conservagado dessas paisagens.

Flavia Amadeu, designer brasileira, apresentou Design pela Flores-
ta Amazoénica, trazendo a tecnologia inovadora de processamento
da borracha executado por comunidades ribeirinhas da Amazénia,
com possibilidades de promogéo dessa tecnologia e desenvolvi-
mento socioambiental responsdvel.

Portugal foi representado pela designer Susana Godinho, que
cria e confecciona tapetes artesanais com materiais naturais,
seguindo as boas praticas sustentaveis para os teares. Sua pro-
ducéo utiliza a cortica e as técnicas tradicionais de tapecaria, em
parceria com a fabrica Sugo Cork Rugs, que privilegia o ecodesign.

Lionel Jadot, da Bélgica, expds em sua apresentagao, entre outros
conceitos, a Poética da Colis&o. Ideia que inspira seus projetos, com a
justaposicdo e a conexdo de materiais diferentes para criar algo novo.

Kimberly Hex e Laurent Bourgeois, representando a Bélgica,
apresentaram o trabalho do esttdio multidisciplinar Design with
Sense, no qual a metodologia de cocriagdo entre designers e clien-
tes é explorada nos projetos, por meio de sessdes de agdes criati-
vas com foco na sustentabilidade.

Da Eslovénia, Eva Garibaldi explanou sobre sua pesquisa de
materiais Paper + Bio Plastic [Papel + Bio Plastico]. A articulacdo da
autora entre o tema sustentabilidade e o uso de novos materiais
reforga a importancia do tema dessa edi¢do do evento.
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Representing Brazil, Mariana Siqueira, female architect from the
state of Minas Gerais, who researches the Cerrado [Brazilian Savan-
na-like vegetation], presented her landscaping projects. The focal
point of her research is the aesthetic and ecological expression of
Brazilian savannas and grasslands, and its goal is to inspire the
appreciation and preservation of these landscapes.

Flavia Amadeu, Brazilian female designer, presented Design pela
Floresta Amazonica [Design throughout the Amazon Rainforest],
bringing forth the innovative rubber processing technology used by
the Amazon Rainforest riverside communities, with possibilities of
fostering this technology, as well as a responsible socioenvironmen-
tal development.

Portugal was represented by female designer Susana Godinho,
who creates and manufactures hand-crafted rugs with natural mate-
rials, employing good sustainable practices in looms. Her production
process uses cork and traditional tapestry techniques, in partnership
with the Sugo Cork Rugs factory, which favours eco-design.

Lionel Jadot, from Belgium, presented the Poetics of Collision in
his text, among other concepts. This idea inspires his projects, with
overlays and connections between different materials, in order to
create something new.

Kimberly Hex and Laurent Bourgeois, representing Belgium,
presented the multidisciplinary work of the Design with Sense
studio, in which the methodology of co-creation between designers
and clients is explored in the projects, by means of creative actions
sessions focused on sustainability.

From Slovenia, Eva Garibaldi presented her materials research
entitled Paper + Bio Plastic. The author’s articulation between the
sustainability theme and the usage of new materials reinforces the
importance of this edition’s theme.
